FAA Releases Updated Airport Compliance Manual 

A Message from Kentucky’s Commissioner of  Aviation 

he Federal Aviation         

Administration’s Airport 

Compliance Division, based in 

Washington, DC, issued a long 

overdue update to the Airport 

Compliance Manual known as 

FAA Order 5130.6B.  The new 

edition replaces the 1989     

edition.  The manual sets forth 

the FAA’s policies and         

procedures concerning airport 

sponsor compliance with grant 

assurances and deed            

restrictions.  Specific guidance 

is provided on interpreting,    

administering and complying 

with federal grant assurances 

when receiving federal funding 

for airport purposes. 

 

The new edition is one that will 

possibly require you to strap on 

your back support apparatus 

when carrying it from your 

bookshelf to your desk – the 

1989 edition consisted of ap-

proximately 60 pages while the 

new edition totals nearly 700 

pages.  However, you can take 

the more “green” and less back

-breaking approach and 

download the manual to your 

computer’s hard-drive.  It can 

be found at the FAA’s website 

www.faa.gov/airports/. 

 

The updated manual is an   

improvement over the 1989 

version for a number of        

reasons, especially the real-life 

examples regarding airport 

sponsor compliance and FAA’s 

position related to those        

examples.  Of course, you can 

always disagree with the       

response the FAA provides, but 

with the updated manual there 

should be less of a question on 

how the FAA got to their       

response on a particular matter.  

Interestingly, the manual is   

actually binding only on FAA 

personnel; however, it is a 

manual that provides the FAA’s 

position on matters such as the 

lease of airport property,       

aircraft operating restrictions, 

and airport rates and charges. 

 

While the manual is final, the 

FAA has indicated the manual 

is open for comment in the  

Federal Register and will     

possibly consider revisions in     

response to feedback received.  

We recommend reading it by 

the fireplace this winter.
